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Introduction

When the HIV infection rate became a significant problem in Edinburgh, Lothian Health Board
(LHB) had to take quick, decisive action to try to control the spread of the virus whilst continuing to
manage existing services. Dr George Bath led the HIV/AIDS Management Team, who reported to
the Chief Administrative Medical Officer (CAMO), later known as the Director of Public Health
(DPH), Dr Helen Zealley.

The HIV/AIDS Management Team ordered their files into labelled folders organised by

subject, project or group. This arrangement has been reflected in the catalogue where possible. For
preservation reasons, contents of some folders have been split into multiple archival-quality folders
on account of the size of the originals. This has been documented in the catalogue. Where no title
was given for an item or file, one has been estimated (in square brackets).
