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Introduction 

 

The foundation of the Royal Edinburgh Hospital was triggered by the death in Bedlam, at the 

age of 24, of the poet, Robert Fergusson.  His medical attendant, Dr Andrew Duncan, was so 

moved by the poet’s plight that he resolved to found a hospital in Edinburgh where the 

mentally ill could be humanely looked after. 

 

In 1792 Duncan launched an appeal for funds, and in 1806 Parliament granted a sum of 

£2,000 out of the funds of the estates forfeited in the aftermath of the Jacobite Rising of 1745.  

The villa of Morningside was purchased with four acres of ground, a Royal Charter was 

granted, and, in 1809, the foundation stone was laid.  The architect was Robert Reid.  The 

‘Edinburgh Lunatic Asylum’ was opened in 1813, the original building being known as East 

House.  To begin with only paying patients were accepted, but, in 1842, West House, 

designed by William Burn, opened its doors to accommodate pauper patients.  In 1844 it 

received the inmates of the city’s Bedlam. 

 

To begin with the hospital was run by a lay superintendent and a matron, with physicians 

visiting it to give patients medical attention.  In 1839 the post of Physician Superintendent 

was created.  The first to hold that office was Dr William Mackinnon.  Under Mackinnon’s 

direction, patients were encouraged to use whatever trade or skill they possessed.  

Occupations included gardening, pig farming, poultry keeping, carpentry, tailoring and 

sewing.  A printing press was installed and the hospital magazine The Morningside Mirror 

was born in 1845.  Not only was work considered by Mackinnon to be therapeutic; he also 

encouraged sporting activities such as curling, and patients were able to take part in 

competitions with other curling clubs. 

 

Dr Mackinnon was succeeded in 1846 by Dr David Skae, who was interested in the 

classification of mental illness.  His lectures to medical students helped to establish the 

Asylum’s reputation as a post graduate training centre.  In 1873 Skae was succeeded by Dr 

Thomas Clouston.  Under Clouston’s influence the estate of Craig House was purchased by 

the Board of Managers.  The magnificent new neo–Gothic building of Craig House Hospital 

was opened in 1894.  Complete with great hall, dining and billiard rooms, all splendidly 

furnished, Craig House resembled a great Victorian country house.  Since 1972 it has been 

known as the Thomas Clouston Clinic. 

 

In 1922 the Asylum was renamed as the Royal Edinburgh Hospital for Mental and Nervous 

Disorders.  The Jordanburn Nerve Hospital, opened in 1929, where patients could be 

informally admitted, had its origins in the work done to help shell–shocked patients during 

World War 1.  In 1931 a Children’s Clinic was begun. 

 

In 1948 the Hospital came under the direction of the Board of Management of the Royal 

Edinburgh and Associated Hospitals.  Since that time it has continued to develop to meet new 

demands.  The Andrew Duncan Clinic opened in 1965, the Young People’s Unit in 1968, the 

Alcohol Problems Unit in the same year, and the Jardine Clinic in 1982. 
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1 Manager’s Minutes, 1792-1948 
 

These minutes record the Manager’s administration of the hospital.  They include notes of 

senior staff appointments, salaries, legacies and major donations to the hospital.  They 

contain the minutes of the annual general meetings of the Corporation of the hospital at 

which the ordinary managers (those responsible for the day to day running of the hospital), 

members of the medical board and committees were appointed. The minutes of the annual 

general meetings usually include the Managers’ annual report to the Corporation.   

 

This series of minutes also includes minutes of committees.  The first volume contains the 

minutes of the annual meetings of the Association for Instituting a Lunatic Asylum. 

 

From 1922 to 1948 each volume of the minutes is indexed.  The post–1948 minutes of the 

hospital will be found among the records of the Board of Management for the Royal 

Edinburgh and Associated Hospitals, see LHB 14.

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2 Visiting Committee Minutes, 1852-1917 

 

In June 1849 it was decided to appoint a permanent visiting manager as the growth of the 

asylum meant that it required closer supervision than the Managers as a body could give.  

The visiting manager, who was required to visit the asylum at least three times a week, 

reported to a monthly meeting of the Managers.  The minutes of these meetings from June 

1849 to December 1850 are contained in 1/13 and those from January 1851 in 1/3. 

 

In July 1852 the Managers appointed a visiting committee of three of their number.  This 

committee, which at first met weekly and later fortnightly, dealt with the day to day running 

of the hospital:  its minutes therefore cover all aspects of the hospital’s administration.  From 

May 1854 its minutes contain a summary of patient numbers. 

 

By 1917 the Visiting Committee had expanded to such an extent that most of the hospital’s 

business was transacted by it.  It was decided to discontinue the use of a separate minute book 

and therefore from October 1917 the Visiting Committee’s minutes will be found with the 

Manager’s minutes. 

 

The minutes from 14 Jan 1892 – 21 Jan 1897 are duplicated.  A note at the beginning of no 7 

states that the minute book for which it was the draft went missing in 1897.  The draft 

minutes book was apparently used in its place and the minutes from Jan 1892 presumably 

rewritten from draft.  The un-noted recovery of the missing minute books seems to have 

caused the duplication.

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3 Buildings Committee Minutes, 1837-1946 

 

The Buildings Committee did not exist throughout the hospital’s history.  During the periods 

when it did exist, but did not have a separate minute book, the Buildings Committee’s 

minutes will be found in the Manager’s minutes.  The first volume of Buildings Committee 

minutes deals with the building of West House.

The Charity Committee was set up by the Royal Edinburgh Asylum Act of 1851 to 

administer legacies and donations to the hospital.  The Committee gave grants to make up the 

board of patients whose relatives could not pay the full amount. 

 

In 1886, Mrs Elizabeth Bevan, granddaughter of Dr Andrew Duncan Senior, left the asylum a 

legacy to assist in paying the board of patients whose status was not that of paupers, but who 

could not pay the appropriate rate of board.  A Committee was appointed to administer this 

fund.  Both its minutes and those of the Charity Committee deal with applications for 

assistance from the funds.

The hospital’s earlier annual reports are bound up with pamphlets relating to the setting up of 

the hospital.  This section therefore contains a considerable amount of material concerning 

the background to the hospital as well as its annual reports. 

 

The earliest annual reports are very brief:  they gradually expand during the 1820s and 1830s 

to include patient statistics, annual accounts and lists of office bearers.  From the appointment 

of William Mackinnon as the first Physician Superintendent in 1840, the reports also contain 

very full patient statistics, showing forms of disease, causes of disease, occupations of 

patients etc.  From 1873 the reports include statistical tables recommended by the Medico-

Psychological Association.  Statements of work done by the patients are included from 1846 

to 1910.  From 1876 the annual reports on the asylum by the Commissioners in Lunacy are 

given in full.  Names of nurses at the hospital who passed the examination for the nursing 

certificate granted by the Royal Medico-Psychological Association are included from 1894 

and from 1933 names of nurses who passed the General Nursing Council’s examinations are 

also included.

This series of the register contains date of any 

previous admissions, admission number, date of admission, name, class (ie private or 

pauper), age, marital status, occupation, place of residence, name of the parish paying for 

board (if a pauper patient), name of the person authorising the admission, names of the two 

doctors signing the medical certificates, note of the patient’s physical condition, name, form 

and cause of mental disorder, details of previous attacks, date of discharge, removal or death, 

condition on discharge and name and address of petitioner.

From 1816 to 1828 a certification paper consisted of: 

• A medical certificate signed by a doctor stating that the patient should be admitted to the 

asylum. 

• A certificate signed by two relatives declaring that the patient is in a state of mental 

derangement. 

• A certificate signed by a cautioner who undertakes to pay the patient’s board. 

• A statement signed by the superintendent of the asylum to the effect that proper 

accommodation is available. 

• An order for admission signed by a member of the Medical Board of the asylum. 

 

From 1829 a petition to the sheriff is included. 

 

From 1840 the certificate signed by relatives is omitted. 

 

In August 1842 West House, designed by William Burn, was opened to accommodate pauper 

patients.  By the end of the year it had 119 inmates. During 1842 there were 154 admissions.  

In the early part of the year a considerable number of patients were sent in anticipation of the 

opening of the new buildings. 

 

From 1849 papers consist of petition to sheriff, certificate of two doctors and warrant of 

admission.  ‘Queries’ are sometimes included as well.

These are contracts drawn up for the construction of New Craig House. The 

foundation stone of Craig House was laid in 1890 by the Earl of Stair and the building 

was formally opened in 1894, costing in total £160,000. Dr Clouston defended the 

large sum to those who criticised by saying ‘Nothing we can do for the comfort of our 

patients is too much to atone for the cruelty of past ages.’ The work was executed by 

Mr John Lownie, builder, Edinburgh. The architects were Messrs Sydney Mitchell & 

Wilson of Edinburgh and Messrs Alex Hay & Co were the Ordained Surveyors, based 

at 88 George Street Edinburgh. The contracts were numbered consecutively and that 

order has been followed here, although original numbers 14, 15 and 16 are wanting.

These plans were drawn up by Messrs Sydney Mitchell & Wilson Architects of 13 

Young Street, Edinburgh. They show the room functions in the building. Dr Thomas 

Clouston drew sketches with the help of a patient who was a draughtsman from which 

the architect Sydney Mitchell worked. The building provided various types of 

accommodation to meet the varying needs of individual patients, and the aim of Dr 

Clouston was to simulate the atmosphere of a gracious country mansion.  He also 

insisted on brightness and sunshine in the surroundings so the buildings have turrets 

and projecting bays with windows at various angles. All plans are to the scale of 10 

feet to 1¼ inches. Although the plans are dated 1889 the modifications indicated may 

be of a later date. All the plans give a cross-reference to Sheet No14 which probably 

showed sections but which is not with this collection.
